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Fire, Water, Storm
How the Smart Home protects you and itself

Building automation can make a significant contribution to making one's own four walls a home that conveys protection and security. Intelligent technology, such as devices networked via the KNX building bus system, not only ensure comfort and energy-conscious operation in everyday life, but are also there for the residents in exceptional situations.
Fire in one's own home is the horror scenario par excellence for many people. Simple smoke alarms with an acoustic signal are now in use everywhere. However, devices that communicate with each other are better. Salva KNX TH by Elsner Elektronik, for example, is integrated into the KNX system of the building. This means that the alarm can not only be emitted as a local signal tone, but can also be forwarded to other detectors, which then also sound the alarm. On control displays in the house or on the smartphone, it can be shown in which room smoke was detected. This is important information for choosing an escape route! Salva KNX TH also has sensors for temperature and humidity and reports a strong temperature increase as a heat alarm. This allows smouldering fires to be detected without smoke development. The device also makes itself useful in everyday life: the room climate is constantly monitored and integrated controllers take over the control of heating and ventilation. Safety and comfort are optimally combined.
The same applies to water leaks: the earlier they are detected, the better the damage can be contained. The Leak KNX basic sensor from Elsner Elektronik reports burst pipes, burst hoses or leaking valves. The sensor detects when water is anywhere it does not belong and sends a text message to the building system. This information can be output on displays or as a warning tone in the intelligent house, or even trigger measures such as closing the main valve.
You feel safe from storms and rain within your own four walls. But these elements can also cause costly damage, for example to awnings and blinds or if it rains into the roof windows. Motorised shades and windows can be integrated into the KNX home automation system by wire or even simply by radio and automatically protected. An intelligent weather sensor such as Suntracer KNX sl from Elsner Elektronik not only records current weather data. It also controls sun protection and ventilation via windows in a convenient and energy-saving way. The "all-round carefree automation" of the weather station also includes rain and wind alarms. This protects building equipment and furnishings from moisture and wind.
